Pro Tip of the Month 
 

Are you setting up correctly 

& using the correct stroke 

with the type of putter you 

use? 
 

     First, you need to determine 

how your putter is balanced. 

Balance your putter with your 

finger. If the toe of the putter 

drops, you have a “toe 

weighted” putter. If the putter 

face stays level, you have a 

“heal/toe balanced” putter. I 

don’t know of a putter that is 

“heal weighted”.  

     If your putter is “heal/toe 

balanced”, your eyes should be 

directly over the ball and you 

should be using a pendulum 

type of putting stroke. If your 

putter is “toe weighted”, your 

eyes should be back from the 

ball and your putting stroke 

should be more of an arc style 

stroke. 

     This could be an easy fix to 

your putting problems.      John
