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Pro Tip of the Month
(oldie but goodie)
It’s that time of the year.
If your hands sweat a lot, you
probably wear a glove. To
prolong the life of your gloves
and for better performance,
alternate them between holes.
Never wear a glove for two holes
in a row. In this heat, I rotate 3
gloves during the round. The
gloves dry out before rotated
back into play. Your gloves will
last longer and perform better.
DO NOT leave your clubs in
your trunk during the summer.
The trunks get so hot that it can
ruin your grips and it could also
loosen the heads of your clubs.
Try these tips and I promise
they
will help your game.
